In this section, you must present the complete formulation of your research project, including the following aspects:
· THEORETICAL–CONCEPTUAL FOUNDATIONS AND STATE OF THE ART SUPPORTING THE PROJECT: Present the central theoretical concepts that support your proposal and describe the state of the art in the research area. Explain what the project consists of, how it relates to existing knowledge, and how it contributes to advancing the understanding of the phenomenon or problem being addressed. Include references to relevant specialized literature in relation to what your research seeks to address.
· SCIENTIFIC OR TECHNOLOGICAL NOVELTY: Describe the innovative elements of your proposal and explain why they represent a significant contribution to advancing knowledge in your field. Detail how your project introduces approaches, techniques, conceptual frameworks, or potential results that distinguish it from previous research.
· HYPOTHESIS, ASSUMPTIONS, OR RESEARCH QUESTIONS: Clearly identify the working hypothesis, the fundamental assumptions, or the research questions that guide the study. Confirm that these are directly related to the theoretical foundations and the proposed objectives.
· OBJECTIVES: State the general objective of the project and the specific objectives that will allow you to validate the hypothesis or answer the research questions posed. The objectives must be coherent, measurable, and achievable within the duration of the postdoctoral project.
· METHODOLOGY: Describe and justify the methodology that will be used to achieve the project’s objectives. Include information on methodological design, data collection procedures, sampling, use of databases, archives or repositories, analytical techniques and statistical methods, and any specialized tools or instruments. The methodology must be relevant, feasible, and aligned with the project’s objectives.
· WORK PLAN OR GANTT CHART: Explain the proposed work plan for the execution period and its coherence with the project objectives and with the research line of the UNAB Center or Institute where it will be carried out. The Gantt chart must be detailed in the corresponding Excel file.
· INFRASTRUCTURE AND REQUESTED AND AVAILABLE RESOURCES: Describe the resources, services, infrastructure, or equipment that will be necessary for the execution of the project, specifying which are available at the UNAB Center or Institute and which need to be requested or arranged.
· CAPACITY OF THE SPONSORING RESEARCHER: Explain the relevance of the trajectory and experience of the sponsoring researcher in relation to the proposed project. Describe their ability to guide the development of the project and their potential contribution to strengthening the UNAB Research Center or Institute.

POSTDOCTORAL APPLICANT NARRATIVE CV

Instructions for the Narrative CV
In this section, the applicants must present their research skills and trajectory through a narrative curriculum. It is essential to clearly describe how their academic training, professional experience, and scientific output equip them to carry out the proposed project. The narrative should demonstrate coherence between their background and the project’s challenges, highlighting competencies, achievements, and relevant contributions that support their suitability for conducting postdoctoral research. The maximum length of this section is 2 pages (letter-size format, Calibri 10 font or similar).
Key considerations:
· Complete the 3 required sections: 1. Curriculum Background, 2. Productivity, 3. Contribution to Society and the Community.
· 1. Curriculum Background: Describe all aspects related to your academic and professional background. Briefly outline the skills and competencies developed in relation to the elements you report and their relevance to the project.
· For section 2 on productivity, it is necessary to list everything included under Productivity in the Excel file that forms part of the application form documents. In addition, the narrative should describe how these publications have contributed to strengthening your research capabilities, expanding your expertise as a doctoral researcher, and shaping the development of your research lines.
· 3. Contribution to Society and the Community: This section refers to activities and contributions made by the applicant to integrate, apply, and share their knowledge and experience with communities outside of academia. This aspect demonstrates how the researcher’s work has a tangible, positive impact on society and how they actively collaborate with different sectors to address social, cultural, or economic needs. Some examples include:
· Technical Advice and Consultancy
· Participation in Educational and Training Programs
· Collaborative Research Projects with Communities
· Public Scientific Outreach through Media and Events
· Development of Socially Applicable Products or Technologies
· Participation in Public Policy Committees or Councils
· Volunteering in Community Projects

· Any achievements, activities, or products mentioned in the Narrative CV must be supported by documentation to be considered valid, except for published articles, where the verification medium will be included in the Excel file mentioned above. These supporting documents must be uploaded in the online form under the "Narrative CV Annexes" section.
· Any products, activities, or achievements that do not have supporting documentation or are not mentioned in this narrative WILL NOT BE CONSIDERED IN THE EVALUATION.
